Air rifle categories : The athletes will not carry his/her rifle during the race. The Junior, Juvenile and Participation 
categories will shoot prone position only.  
 
NOTE: It is the responsibility of athletes to bring their personal .22 caliber rifles and ammunition.  .22 ammunition 
will not be available for purchase on site.  
 
Chelsea Nordiq will have some air rifles available for Open Participation category only.
